GENERAL SAFETY RULES I

Use the right appliance. Do not use the lawn mower for
any job except that for which it is intended.

Do not force the lawn mower. It will do the job better and
safer at the rate for which it was designed.

Stay alert, watch what you are doing, and use common
sense when operating the lawn mower. Do not operate
the mower while tired or under the influence of drugs,
alcohol, or medication. A moment of inattenticn while
cperating the lawn mower may result in sericus personal
injury.

Keep machine in good working condition. Keep blades
sharp and guards in place and in working crder.

Check all nuts, bolts, and screws at frequent intervals
for proper tightness to be sure the equipment is in safe
warking condition.

Stop the motor, wait until the blade comes to a complete
stop, disconnect the power cord before cleaning the lawn
mower, removing the grass catcher, or unclogging the
discharge opening .

When not in use, mower should be stored indoors in a
dry, locked up place—out of the reach of children.

To reduce the risk of electric shock, this product has a
polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other} and will
require the use of a polarized extension cord. The plug
will fit into a polarized extension cord only che way. If the
plug does not fit fully into the extension cord, reverse the
plug. If the plug still does not fit, obtain a correct polarized
extension cord. A polarized extension cord will require
the use of a polarized wall outlet. This plug will fit into the
polarized wall outlet only one way. If the plug does not fit
fully into the wall outlet, reverse the plug. If the plug still
does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to install the
proper wall cutlet. Do not change the equipment plug,
extension cord receptacle, or extension cord plug in any
way.

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord to pull the
lawn mower or to disconnect the plug from an outlet.

The smaller the gauge number, the
heavier the cord. An undersized cord will cause a drop in
line voltage resulting in loss of power and overheating.

These cords are rated for outdoor use and reduce the risk
of electric shock.

Do not operate the mower without the grass catcher,
discharge guard, rear guard, or other safety protective
devices in place and working.

Follow manufacturer’s instructions for proper operation
and installation of accessories. Only use accessories
approved by the manufacturer.

Clear the work area before each use. Remove all objects
such as rocks, sticks, wire, bones, toys, or other objects
which can be thrown by the blade.

Do not pull the mower backward unless absolutely nec-
essary. If you must back the mower away from a wall or
obstruction, first ook down and behind to avoid trip-
ping.

Avoid
discharging material against a wall or obstruction. Material
may ricochet back toward the operator. Stop the blade
when crossing gravel surfaces.

Objects struck by the lawn mower blade can cause
severe injuries to persons.

If the lawn mower strikes a foreign object, follow these

steps:

s Stop the lawn mower and release the switch control
lever.

¢ Disconnect the power cord.

e Thoroughly inspect the mower for any damage.

* Repairany damage before restarting and continuing to
operate the mower.

Stop the motor, disconnect the power cord, and wait until
the blade comes to a complete stop before removing the
grass catcher or unclogging the chute. The cutting blade
continues to rotate for a few seconds after the motor is
shut off. Never place any part of the body in the blade
area until you are sure the blade has stopped rotating.
Disconnect the plug from power source before making
any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing the
lawn mower. Such preventive safety measures reduce
the risk of starting the product accidentally.

If the mower should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the
motor and check immediately for the cause. Vibration is
generally a warning of trouble.

Service on the product must be performed by qualified
repair personnel only. Service or maintenance performed
by unqualified personnel could result in injury to the user
or damage to the product.

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ELECTRICAL

DOUBLE INSULATION

Dcuble insulation is a concept in safety in electric power
tools, which eliminates the need for the usual three-
wire grounded power cord. All exposed metal parts are
isolated from the internal metal motor components with
protecting insulation. Double insulated tools do not need
to be grounded.

A WARNING:

The deuble insulated system is intended to protect
the user from shock resulting from a break in the tool’s
internal insulation. Observe all normal safety precautions
to avoid electrical shock.

NOTE: Servicing of a product with double insulation requires
extreme care and knowledge of the system and should be
performed only by a qualified service technician.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

This product has a precision-built electric motor. It should
be connected to a power supply that is 120 volts, 60 Hz,
AC only (normal household current}. Do not operate this
preduct on direct current (DC). A substantial voltage drop
will cause a loss of power and the motor will overheat. If
the product does not operate when plugged into an outlet,
double-check the power supply.

EXTENSION CORDS
See Figure 1.

When using a power tool at a considerable distance from
a power source, be sure to use an extension cord that has
the capacity to handle the current the product will draw. An
undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage, resultingin
overheating and loss of power. Use the chart to determine
the minimum wire size required in an extension cord. Only
round jacketed cords listed by Underwriter’s Laboratories
(UL) should be used.

When working outdoors with a product, use an extension
cord that is designed for outside use. This type of cord is
designated with “WA” on the cord’s jacket.

Before using any extension cord, inspect it for loose or
exposed wires and cut or worn insulation.

It is possible 1o tie the extension cord and power cord in a
knot to prevent them from becoming disconnected during
use. Make the knot as shown in figure 1, then connect the
plug end of the power cord into the receptacle end of the
extension cord. This method can also be used to tie two
extension cords together.

Your mower is equipped with a mulching plug that allow the
blade to cut and recut the grass for finer clippings.

Use the side discharge deflector on your mower when
the grass is too high to mulch or when side discharging is
preferred. The grass clippings produced when using the
side discharge deflector are noticeably larger than those
produced when using the mulching plug.

When shipped, the wheels on the mower are set to a low-
cutting position. Before using the mower for the first time,
adjust the cutting position to the height best suited for your
lawn. The average lawn should be between 1-1/2 in. to 2 in.
during cool months and hetween 2 in. and 3-1/4 in. during
hot months.

To set the blade height:

STARTING/STOPPING THE MOWER
See Figure 8.

B Attach the outlet end of an extension cord to the plug on

the rear of the mower.

NOTE: Use only an approved outdoor extension cord as
described previously in this manual.

Make a loop in the extension cord. From the right side,
pass the loop threugh the hole in the back of cord retainer
and place it around the hook.

Rotate the lever release counterclockwise and hold to
allow access to the switch control lever.

Pullthe switch control lever toward the mower handle and
let go of the lever release. Continue to hold the switch
control lever against the mower handle as you mow.

To stop the mower, release the switch control lever.

NOTE: A high-pitched noise and sparking may cccur as
the electric motor decelerates. This is normal.

MOWING TIPS
See Figure 9

Make sure the lawn is clear of stones, sticks, wires, and
other objects that could damage the lawn mower blades
or mator. Such objects could be accidentally thrown by
the mower in any direction and cause serious personal
injury to the operator and others.

To reduce the likelihood of disconnecting the lawn mower
from the extension cord, be sure to use the cord retainer
pravided.

Do not mow in circles. Start from the point closest to the
outlet and travel back and forth acress the lawn, mov-
ing away from the outlet so the cord remains behind the
mower in the cut portion of the lawn.

Do not allow the extension cord to wrap around trees,
shrubs, or other obstacles. When picking up the extension
cord, wind the cord in a series of equal loops to prevent
it from tangling.
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OPERATION

B For a healthy lawn, always cut off one-third or less of the 4 R
total length of the grass.

B When cutting heavy grass, reduce walking speed to allow
for more effective cutting and a proper discharge of the
clippings.

B Do not cut wet grass. It will stick to the underside of the
deck and prevent proper mulching of grass clippings.

B New or thick grass may require a narrower cut.

B Clean the underside of the mower deck after each use
to remove grass clippings, leaves, dirt, and any other
accumulated debris.

SLOPE OPERATION

See Figure 10.

B Slopes are a major factor related to slip and fall accidents
that can result in severe injury. Operation on slopes <
requires extra caution. If you feel uneasy on a slope, do
not mow it. For your safety, do not attempt to mow slopes Fig. 10
greater than 15 degrees.

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MAINTENANCE I

A WARNING:

When servicing, use only identical replacement parts.

Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most
plastics are susceptible to damage from various types of
commercial solvents and may be damaged by their use. Use
clean cloths to remove dirt, dust, oil, grease, etc.

Pericdically check all nuts and bolts for proper tightness to
ensure safe operation of the mower.

Remove any buildup of grass and leaves on or around the
motor cover. Wipe the mower clean with a dry cloth occa-
sionally. Do not use water.

LUBRICATION

All of the bearings in this product are lubricated with a suf-
ficient amount of high grade lubricant for the life of the unit
under normal operating conditions. Therefore, no further
bearing lubrication is required.

At the beginning and end of each mowing season:

B Lubricate the springs on the rear discharge door with light
cil.

B [ ubricate the height adjustmentleverandrelated hardware
with light oil.

B Remove the wheels and lubricate the surface of the axle
bolt and the inner surface of the wheel with light oil.

B Removethe blade and blade hub assembly and |ubricate
the motor shaft with light oil or engine oil. See Replac-

ing the Cutting Blade for instructions on removing the
blade.

A WARNING:

Always protect hands by wearing heavy gloves and/or
wrapping the cutting edges of the blade with rags and
other material when performing blade maintenance. Fail-
ure to heed this warning could result in serious perscnal
injury.

REPLACING THE CUTTING BLADE
See Figures 12 - 13.

NOTE: Only use identical replacement blades.
B Stop the motor and disconnect the power supply. Allow

the blade to come to a complete stop.

B Turn the mower on its side.

Wedge a block of wood between the blade and mower
deck to prevent the blade from turning.

Loosen the blade nut using a 15 mm wrench or socket
{hot provided).

Remove the blade nut, spacer, blade insulator, and
blade.

Make certain the fan assembly is pushed completely
against the motor shaft.

NOTE: Make certain all parts are replaced in the exact
order in which they were removed.

® Torque the blade nut down using a torque wrench
{not provided) to ensure the bolt is properly tightened.
The recommended torque for the blade nut is 220-
310in. lbs.

ficient. However, if your lawn has sandy soil, more frequent

sharpenings may be required.

B Following the instructions in the Replacing the Cutting
Blade section, remove the mower blade. DO NOT attempt
to sharpen the blade while it is attached to the mower.

A WARNING:

When removing, inspect the blade carefully. if blade is
bent or damaged, replace immediately with a new blade.
Failure to replace a bent or damaged blade could cause
an accident resulting in possible serious injury.

B Using a fine-tooth file or stone, sharpen cutting edges
on both ends of the blade, removing equal amounts of
material from both ends.

BALANCING THE BLADE

See Figure 15.

When sharpening, care should be taken to keep the blade
balanced. An unbalanced blade will cause excessive vibra-
tion when the mower is running. This vibration will eventually
cause damage 1o the mower, especially the motor.

To check the blade balance:
B Clamp a screwdriver horizontally in a vise as shown.

NOTE: If a vise is not available, a straight nail can also
be used.

B Place the center hole of blade on the screwdriver (or nail)
shank.

m Ifblade is balanced, it will remain in a horizontal position.
If either end of the blade drops downward, sharpen the
heavy side until the blade is balanced.

® Do not store near corrosive materials such as fertilizer or
rock salt,

To lower the handle before storing:

B Fully loosen the handle knobs on the sides of the handle
and fold the upper handle down.

B Push inward on each side of the lower handle, and lift the
sides of the lower handle past the edges of the handle
mounting brackets.

B Fold the lower handle forward, making sure not to bend
or kink the power cord.
